Setting Procedure for
EXISTING POOL WALLS
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SECTION VIEW

Cup Anchor with Triangular Eye Bolt

2. Cut a hole in the pool wall at these locations measuring
approximately 8" minimum round x 9" deep. Undercut the sides of
the lower half of the hole slightly (see SECTION VIEW).

FRONT VIEW

1. Locate approximately where the cup anchors are to be installed.

3. Properly bond/ground the cup anchor using the grounding screw
provided on each cup anchor.

4. Using props, position the cup anchor so that it is level and flush with
the final pool wall.

5. Fill the holes with the proper concrete mix or epoxy anchoring resin.
